We have much to report to you of all that the Lord has allowed us to be a part of. We are grateful for your faithful prayers and 
support for all that God is doing here in Moldova. We are excited about what the Lord has in store this year for us as we serve HIM. 
Our prayer is that the Lord will continually guide and lead us to all that He wants us to accomplish for the glory of the Lord Jesus 
Christ! 

Anchor of Hope and Souls Saved  

In December, the Lord allowed us to print and pass out 10,000 door hanger tracts for Christmas and the New 
Year. As a result, we had several visitors visit the church. Many of them received Russian King James Bibles for 
Christmas. Valentine, Peter, and Serioja, who have been attending for several years, came forward and trusted 
Jesus Christ as Savior! Svetlana got saved from this outreach and came to church, wanting to do something for 
God. She has been a real blessing, bringing children to our Sunday school. It is an encouragement to us, and 

especially to Ion, one of our boys who leads our Sunday school. Many of the 
children that come are from the foster care and poor families programs in 
Balti.   

The Lord led us into a new ministry through Svetlana, a director of one of the foster care 
programs in Balti. It was something we did not expect, but that is how God works (Gen. 24:27). In 
the last several years, Moldova has made it a priority (because of European Union rules) to close 
most of the state-run orphanages, with the hope of placing children in foster care. Usually, the 
state gives a monetary stipend to caregivers who are willing to take in children. We have seen 
this to be quite a failure, because children are placed in homes of people who do not care for 
them. Most of the children end up on the street and in and out of many different homes.  God 
has given us the opportunity to work with over 80 children, in 50 different families.  Please pray 
for us as we visit and minister to these children. Pray for Svetlana to grow in grace and 
knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

During several of our visits, we witnessed some of the tragedies firsthand. At the first apartment a 
man opened the door and invited us in. We could see he had been crying. We asked him if he was 
alright. He replied, “Not really.” He asked us to come in and sit down.  I asked him, “When was the last 
time you ate something?” The man said, “A day or so ago.”  He told us his wife died giving birth to his 
daughter two days prior, and the baby died, also. He continued to tell us he lost his 13-year-old 
daughter that month from covid. He then told us his mother was in the other room dying of cancer. He 
was the only one there to take care of his three boys and his dying mother. We immediately all fell to 
our knees and began to pray for Denis, the boys, and his mom. I asked him after prayer if he died right 
now where would he spend eternity? He said heaven! We praised the Lord for his salvation! Pray that 
the Lord would give Denis all he needs to get through this very difficult time. Pray for us as we minister 
to him and his boys. Pray he will learn the Bible and grow to be able to get through all of this.   

Please pray that we can get these children saved and in church through this new ministry. Please pray for us that we could meet 
some of the physical needs of these children.
